Supplemental interviews may follow, and the Interview Quorum
will privately deliberate on preliminary recommendations to be
submitted to the entire Honor Council for consideration.

Confirmation Phase. The entire Honor Council will consider the
merits of the case at one of their weekly meetings, voting to
either confirm or refute the preliminary recommendation.
Refutation will result in further deliberation on a refined set of
responsibility and/or sanction determinations.

Appeals Phase. The Implicated Student will have five business
days after the Confirmation Phase ends to appeal their case to
the Honor Council Appellate Committee. The Honor Council will
